RANAA – the fruit of regional cooperation

Given the challenges facing international institutions and associations working in the field of AIDS, in terms of stigma and discrimination that hinder AIDS prevention projects and especially those targeting young people and groups most vulnerable to infection, the cooperation and coordination between these institutions in Arab countries came as an essential step in order to shape the Regional Arab Network Against AIDS (RANAA). RANAA was established in 2002 through the initiative of the Tunisian Association… (ATL SIDA MST) and in cooperation with the United Nations Development Programme (UNDP) and the Joint United Nations Programme to Combat AIDS (UNAIDS). 

RANAA network aims to prioritize AIDS prevention, followed by effective methods and ways to access health and social care and provide adequate support for people living with AIDS. RANAA network also aims to work towards the UNAIDS Millennium Development Goal of halting the spread of HIV worldwide by 2015.

Following the amendment of internal rules and procedures of the network during a general assembly held in Khartoum during March 2008, a Board of Directors of seven members was elected, who in turn selected Lebanon to chair the network for the next four years.

Subsequently, in order to follow-up the work that was initiated in the last year with UNAIDS and Namru3, an agreement of cooperation was established with Soins Infirmiers et Developpement Communautaire (SIDC) as current president of the network.
 The cooperation between the network and Namru3 details the following: 
1 – Website.
2 - Periodic newsletters.
3 - Data Base.
4 – Completion and approval of amendments to internal rules and procedures.
5 – Provision of training workshops for member associations.
6 - Securing support for the activities of member associations.

The RANAA network strives to benefit from of all available tools such as the Web site, periodic meetings and data base for activating the role of the network at the regional and the international levels as an essential partner in the global action to reduce the spread of HIV \ AIDS.
